If you have fruit trees in your backyard and are willing to have WC students over to pick it, please let me know and we will 

coordinate a trip either on November 28, sometime in December, or later this year.  This is a project we want to see become a 

regular activity with our students.  Most of our kids have never picked fruit—what a great way to connect with nature, work 

with their hands, and see immediately who they are helping and serving while delivering the freshly picked fruit.  We are also 

helping the tree owners because when fruit is picked, as opposed to falling off, the tree produces more the following year.
